 Replacement kitchens in 2019/20 (Dreghorn/Redburn), 2020/21 (Dreghorn/

Redburn), 2021/22 (Redburn/Castlepark) and 2022/23 (Kilwinning) – 

approximately 106 homes improved per year. 

 Improvements to the energy efficiency of homes in Dreghorn and Castlepark. 

 £1m to invest in environmental improvements within ANCHO estates over the 

5 years following partnership:  

 Improving areas of hard landscaping, garage sites, closes and fencing 

throughout ANCHO’s estates based on your identified priorities. 

 A rent guarantee of inflation-only rent increases of no more than CPI for the first 5 

years following partnership;  

 A continued ANCHO presence locally, with delegated local decision-making;  

 Greater Value for Money arising from reductions in ANCHO’s running costs following 

partnership;  

 New investment to build new homes;  

 Sustaining and growing community development and financial inclusion.  

The final say will be yours in a formal ballot.  A majority of those tenants voting decide.  There 

will be opportunities to find out more and to be fully consulted very soon.  If you have any 

comments or questions, please call the office on 01294 313121, email us at mail@ancho.co.uk, 

comment via our website www.ancho.co.uk or use the tear-off reply slip on the back page.

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We are disappointed here at ANCHO that we have 
had to take action to evict seven tenants during 
2016/17.  This is not something that we take 
lightly and we are keen to help tenants avoid 
getting to this point in the future.

When is my rent due? 

Your rent should ideally be paid on the 1st of every 
month starting from the 1st April 2017.  You may 
choose to pay fortnightly or weekly, as long as the 
full amount is paid before the 1st of each month. 

What should I do if I am having difficulties paying 

my rent? 

You should contact Katrina McLennan, Income 
Officer as soon as possible to discuss the various 
ways that we can help you 

Where can I pay my rent? 

If you are paying by swipe card, you can pay at 
any Post Office or Pay Point.  You can find the 
nearest payment points to you on the allpay 
website (www.allpay.net/outlets). 

You can also use your swipe card to pay with a 

debit or credit card by calling the automated 

telephone payment line on 0870 243 6040 or by 

making a payment online.
